MUNENO (2017) analyses the system of
“Neighborhood Involvement” in Portland. It
argues roles of neighborhood associations, dis-
trict coalitions, and Office of Neighborhood
Involvement (ONI) especially focusing on how
neighborhood residents come to get involved
in public affairs occurring in neighborhoods.
